bags await us at each camp)

 First aid kits (carried by guides and provided at camps

WE RECOMMEND YOU BRING 

□ Walking boots: good ankle support and tread 

recommended. New boots should be worn in well 

before the trip 

□ Long pants x 1 (jeans are not recommended)  

□ Long-sleeve shirt x 1 

□ Thermal top & bottoms x 1 each 

□ Fleece jacket or warm jumper x 1 

□ T-shirts x 2 (only 1 if you take the long-sleeve shirt for 

sun protection) 

□ Shorts x 1 

□ Socks x 3 & underwear 

□ Sunglasses 

□ Beanie or woolly hat – (for cooler evenings) 

□ Sun hat 

□ Sunscreen and insect repellent – (also provided on 

walk) 

□ Hand towel or body chamois 

□ Toiletries – often the heaviest items so pack in small 

plastic containers. Shampoo, conditioner and body 

wash are provided at Bernacchi House

WALKING CONDITIONS 

The walk is on beaches and formed tracks, ranging from 4 

– 13 km/day (15 - 17 km for the optional mountain routes). 

The walk is suited to those who are medically fit and 

healthy and have an active life. Guests carry their own 

packs containing the items listed in the left hand column 

plus their lunch. 

 

WEATHER 

Maria Island National Park has a mild, temperate climate. 

Day time walking temperatures average mid 20 degrees.

MEETING POINT 
Meet at 8 am at our office, 4 Patrick Street, Hobart. Guides 

and guests will be introduced, gear checked and indemnity 

forms signed and collected before an 8.45 am departure. 

All gear that we can provide will await you here. Guests 

will return to Hobart by 5pm on Day 4 of the trip 

(airport drop off optional). 

 

ACCOMMODATION 
Casuarina Beach Camp and White Gums Camp each 

provide twin-share accommodation in environmentally-

sensitive standing camps built on wooden platforms with 

canvas walls. Raised wooden framed beds with foam 

mattresses, pillows and sleeping bags are provided - as 

well as shared hand wash basin and composting toilet. On 

the final night, guests stay in the beautifully restored 

colonial Bernacchi House, where hot showers are also 

available along with fresh linen.  

 

POWER & PHONES 

* There is no power at the camps. 

* Mobile service coverage is minimal. If phones are 

needed, guests are encouraged to leave mobile phones 

switched off when not in use or on silent whilst on the 

trip.
